TO “LOVE THY ENEMY” IS A BAD IDEA

Although I am an Ercian, my first philosophy is Christian. Jesus taught us to “Do unto others as you would have them do unto you.” It is common sense advice and forms the basis for good behavior and cooperation among civilized people. Whether they realize it or not, all good citizens of the world, Christian or not, abide by that rule. Otherwise, they would not deserve the adjective “good.”

If “everyone” followed that first philosophy, life would be as good as it could be. We all know, however, that is not the case. Many choose to become our enemies by threatening our lives, liberties, and possessions. They disrespect our status as equal sons or daughters of God, and want to rule over us. Whatever their motivation, money, power, or ideology, it is through authoritarian rule and tactics of fear and repression that they try to subjugate the good people of the planet.

Therefore, my second philosophy is totally Ercian. Therefore, in all good conscience, I cannot follow Jesus when he says (if it is true that he ever said that) “Love Thy Enemy.” It is a bad commandment, a bad rule, a bad idea. Every human being has the right to self-respect. Every human being has the right to enjoy the freedoms that God has granted us. Every human being has the right to life and the pursuit of happiness. Should we place our welfare as well as that of our families on the filthy hands of our enemies?  Is submission or acquiescence to evil the way to Heaven and the Kingdom of God?  I do not think so. I know not so.

To be good and kindhearted to the point of willingly becoming the victims of our enemies goes against reason. Nature is wise. We owe the instinct of survival or self-preservation to God, to our biological makeup. To work against it is foolish. To love those who knowingly and willingly would hurt us is a perversion, a degeneration of the intellect. Whoever questions the value of only loving people of good will does not have the vision to presage a world ruled by evil. It would be Hell on Earth and, by then, too late to do anything about it.

Please note that a very small minority of Christians practice the “Love Thy Enemy” rule.  They may not openly say so, but they know it goes against common sense. Thus, I do not take any of the religious books as “Holy,” if that means that they contain “the Word of God” and I am not supposed to question it or any of the stories inside them. When the New Testament asks me to believe that a man walked on water, the New Testament is asking me to forego my rational faculties and sin against the God that has shown me such a feat is a physical impossibility.  If there is an exception to that natural law, yes, I must see it to believe it, and then I will revise my concept of the universe.  It is the common sense thing to do.  Spiritual authority comes from the teachings themselves, not from fantastic stories of miracles. That is why I will continue to fight my enemies, not love them.
