CHAPTER 1: Ground Zero
 I describe various kinds of “Ground Zero,” God being the most important of all, the Ground of all being. To learn about the true God we need to reach our own ground zero, that virginal state of mind where innocence asks the most impertinent and unthinkable questions. Another kind of ground zero is the arena where people and their ideas and values fight for supremacy. The last of my ground zeros concerns the new and future generations: our children, our grandchildren, and all the children to come from them. They are a new start, a fresh start. If not for us, then it is for them that we need to found a new tradition for humankind, one filled with love and devoid of past hatreds.
CHAPTER 2: The Mind
 The mind is our direct inheritance from God. There are no intermediaries, brokers or messiahs crossing that bridge. No corruption becomes it until we err in judgment or until we accept the erroneous judgments of others are truths. Therefore, we have the right to educate ourselves and to judge the veracity of statements given to us as factual. The accounts and testimonies of the so-called holy books are no exception. Because most people inherit their religion, freedom of thought is necessary to break free from the chains of tradition. Only then, can people aspire to learn more about God and the world. The salvation of the soul is the individual’s responsibility. One cannot delegate it away.
CHAPTER 3: The Psychology of the Chain
 If freedom of thought is necessary to become an enlightened person, why is it that so many people remain loyal members of groups that curtail that freedom? More to the point: Why do people who believe in liberty and democracy willingly accept religious authoritarianism? The answer to the above questions is that those people become victims of the Chain of Unconsciousness. Rather than risk ostracism from their religious group by speaking out or questioning beliefs, they conform to the prescribed doctrine. The links of the Chain are fear, ignorance, irresponsibility, dependency, dishonesty, and arrogance. Fear breeds ignorance, and ignorance breeds irresponsibility which breeds dependency which breeds dishonesty which breeds arrogance which breeds more fear, closing the Chain for good (or should I say for evil).
CHAPTER 4: Proligion
Those who want to be free from the Chain should not discard religion. Instead, they should recycle it. “Proligion” is the name I give this concept of recycling our old religions. It consists of using old materials (the ideas and beliefs garnered by humankind up to the present in all disciplines including science), adding new ingredients (new ideas and beliefs, new theories and hypotheses, new ways of trying to explain God and the world), and putting all under a process involving the free exchange of ideas and beliefs. 
Proligion seeks to resolve religious conflict not through segregation, by keeping groups isolated and insulated from one another, but through integration, by letting them engage in fruitful argumentation under an agreed set of rules that safeguard the ethical communication of ideas. The chapter ends by enumerating ten differences between proligion and religion.
CHAPTER 5: Ideas and Messiahs
 What is best, to follow leaders or to follow ideas? Because people can change and a good leader can go bad or become evil, the answer is not that we should place our faith on good people, and then follow whatever ideas they have. Instead, the answer is that we should place our faith on good ideas, and then work with the people that bring them to our attention. Ideas always retain their character. If they are good ideas, they will not let us down. Humans should not look for a messiah to solve all their problems. We are not sheep. We do not bleat or walk on all fours. What we must do is work together to find the good ideas. We need bright minds in all lines of work, in all areas of human engagement.
 Mind-space is the world where ideas exist. If we think of the material or physical world as the Alpha field of nature, then Mind-space is the Beta field. There, one can find good ideas in the Beta-plus area, bad ideas in the Beta-minus area, and neutral ideas in the Beta-zero area. Neutral ideas consist of personal preferences, for example, liking chocolate over vanilla ice cream.

CHAPTER 6: The Art of Ethical Communication
 Humans never fight over things they know. For example, we have not gone to war over whether the sun is going to rise over the horizon or not. We always fight over beliefs. That is why so many people have died in the name of religion. The best way to seek knowledge and try to overcome differences in ideology is by cultivating the art of ethical communication, “Eth-Com” for short. People bleed and feel, while ideas do not. The purpose of Eth-Com is to let the ideas do the fighting, so that we can pick the ones that come out victorious. Eth-Com is necessary to rid ourselves of false beliefs and bad ideas. Humans are easily programmable. Once we accept an idea as true or good, it tries to run our lives, not by itself but acting in unison with all the other ideas we accepted in the past. Eth-Com can help us “scan” those mental programs for viruses to eliminate any we may find.
CHAPTER 7: A Final Word on Proligion
 I do not know of a better way to bring religious peace and prosperity to the world than through proligion. One would be tempted to think that proligion is superfluous. All religious groups and individuals could mind their own business and respect the beliefs of others. This is a pipe dream, because there are always groups and individuals who want to impose their beliefs on the rest. God forbid you live in a theocratic state, if your beliefs are different from those of the people in power.
 Therefore, proligion is necessary to safeguard human rights throughout the globe, proligion is necessary to help people free themselves from the shackles of fanaticism, and proligion is necessary because there is strength in unity. Mind you, for unity to exist, the proligious group does not necessarily have to be organized. We do not necessarily need a Church or an institution in charge of proligion, and we do not necessarily need an appointed or elected person to head the proligious enterprise. Those things become a necessity, only if all undirected efforts fail. We should welcome any person of good mind and will in a proligious group, including atheists and agnostics if they meet that criterion.
Note: Toward the end of Chapter 7, I tell the reader that what I have already explained up to this point is all he or she needs to become proligious and do Eth-Com. Knowledge of my religious concepts and beliefs is not necessary. All books past and present are at each person’s disposal. However, anybody interested about my “travels in Mind-space” is welcome to read on.
My religion, the Ercian religion, is a combination of knowledge, justified belief, and pure faith. I first became as knowledgeable as I was capable, so that my beliefs would have a good foundation. Then, because I still could not feel the warmth of God with my reasoning, I took a leap of faith in order to embrace the Source of my being. When I reach my final destination, I hope our God is there to meet me.

Chapters 9 through 18 may be difficult for some people to understand because of the depth of the philosophical concepts presented regarding the nature of God. Do not blame me. If I could find an easier way of explaining my theory of the nature of God, I would, but I cannot because, if I am right, what exists is very complex, not simple at all. Thinking of God as an old man with a beard may be simple to understand, but is devoid of context and does not explain anything.

Finally, I have chosen an unconventional style to present the material in Chapters 8 through 27, conducting a conversation with my own self, a self-interview. It is the equivalent of having Eth-Com Sessions with two participants, the difference being that I play both roles. Numbering the Sessions and the questions and answers within each Session should help those who want to quote, analyze and discuss specific portions of the text. For example, “S1-Q4” would refer to “First Session-Question number four,” “S5-A2” would mean “Fifth Session, Answer number two” and “S8-Q1/A3” would indicate “Eighth Session from Question number one through Answer number three.”

CHAPTER 8: ETH-COM----FIRST SESSION “An Average Joe”
 Do not see me as a prophet or messiah. I am an average Joe, a common person, a regular human being. As such, I will not try to convert others to my religion. What the world needs is proligion, to bring about the union of people of good minds and wills. The world does not need another religion to further divide the masses and create new conflicts. The world needs leaders, not sheep. I do not want people to follow me, but to follow the good ideas whether they come from me or somebody else. 

My concept of God is as follows: God has two different and separate forms of existence, one conscious and one unconscious. When people ask, “If God created us, who created God?” my answer is, “the unconscious part of God created the conscious part of God.” I have given God-Unconscious the name of “Erc,” and I have given God-Conscious the name of “Ellael.” In Spanish, my native tongue, “ella” means “she” or “her,” and “el” means “he” or “him,” so “Ellael” would translate to English as “Shehe” I guess, although I would never use that name. Whether in English or Spanish I will always use the name “Ellael.” It is a beautiful sound, made for a beautiful God. Beautiful as well is my concept of the Divine Royal Family: Mother and Son, Father and Daughter, and let the Spirit be with them. Let it be on Heaven as it is on Earth. Why settle for a dysfunctional or incomplete all-male Divine Royal Family? I will not.
CHAPTER 9: ETH-COM----SECOND SESSION “Erc, Ellael, and I”
 My attitude toward Erc is different from my attitude toward Ellael. The reason is simple: Erc is God-Unconscious and Ellael is God-Conscious. I can surrender my soul unconditionally to Erc because Erc cannot do me any harm (or good for that matter). Erc does not know I exist. If I honor Erc it is because I stand in awe of Erc’s Infinite Greatness. My relationship with Ellael is different. I do not surrender my soul to Ellael. Instead, I pledge allegiance to Ellael conditionally. In general, my requirement is that Ellael be a good and loving God, not an evil ruler.
Note: In this chapter, I introduce the use of “Ert” as a genderless article for Erc and as a gender-neutral article for Ellael. For obvious reasons, I cannot use the article “He” to refer to Erc or Ellael. Occasionally, I also use “ert” (with a small “e”) as a gender-neutral article to refer to both man and woman. For example, instead of “A person could gain a fortune but lose his or her soul,” I could choose to write, “A person could gain a fortune but lose ert soul.”
CHAPTER 10: ETH-COM----THIRD SESSION “Erc, Infinite and Eternal”
 Throughout this book, I never ask the reader to “Believe in me” or “Believe in what I say.” It is no different in the chapters devoted to the nature of God. Thus, I support my view of Erc, God-Unconscious, with philosophical concepts and arguments. It will take a few chapters to present the whole picture. I cover the first four conclusions here.
First Conclusion: “Something does not come from nothing”
Second Conclusion: “Something has always existed”
Third Conclusion: “Erc is energy and motion”
Fourth Conclusion: “Erc is infinite in terms of space and eternal in terms of time.”
CHAPTER 11: ETH-COM----FOURTH SESSION “Erc is Not One Being”
Fifth Conclusion: “Erc is not one, God-Unconscious is not One being, not a person.”
 Since Erc is “boundless,” existing “everywhere,” Erc can never add up to a whole, or a one hundred percent. Erc is always more than any “one thing.”

CHAPTER 12: ETH-COM----FIFTH SESSION “Leaps of Knowledge”
(This is sort of an intermission Chapter to allow the reader to gather his thoughts before continuing with the presentation on the nature of Erc, God-Unconscious.)

What I am attempting to do with my overall theory of God is to take a “leap of knowledge.” Since I have a proligious attitude, I will not be embarrassed if I happen to be mistaken in some points of my logic or my science. Should that be the case, I expect the experts in those fields to do their part and make the necessary adjustments. The important thing is for the human race as a whole to benefit with the acquisition of new knowledge. To become a highly intelligent advanced civilization, we will need many leaps of knowledge. We will need to make progress in all areas of human undertaking. Together, that is the way to forge ahead.
CHAPTER 13: ETH-COM----SIXTH SESSION “Laws of Causality, and Aging Processes”
 Sixth Conclusion: “Our universe obeys laws of causality.”

A chain of causality is present when a system is stable enough for events to survive long enough to become the causes of further events. Within related phenomena, earlier events cause events happening later.
Seventh Conclusion: “A system has an age, if it obeys causal laws.”
All systems subject to laws of causality have a beginning in time. We all have an age because we were born on a certain date. A medical examiner can estimate the age of a cadaver based on the state of the body.

Eighth Conclusion: “Our universe, which is contingent or dependent being because it obeys laws of causality and has an age, cannot be the product of an infinite chain of prior contingent universes.
The reason our universe looks the way it does now (its present state), and not any different, is because it has been evolving for a specific period of time, not one second more and not one second less. That “specific” period includes all the prior contingent universes that could have (chain-like) come before our universe. All of them had an age too before they died and gave rise to the following universe. Eventually, we cannot escape the fact that there had to be an Uncaused Cause which created the chain of universes and which never dies because it is uncreated, necessary, independent Being.
Ninth Conclusion: “Erc, God-Unconscious, the primordial energy, is not subject to the laws of causality.”
Erc is the Uncaused Cause, uncreated, necessary, independent Being. Erc is the Ultimate God existing as primordial energy, a kind of energy that is active but unstable, a kind of energy that changes from moment to moment, but does not evolve. That is why, even if we had the right “eyes” to see it, we could not tell “the age” of the truly eternal primordial space, that space which is Erc.
CHAPTER 14: ETH-COM----SEVENTH SESSION “Creation Events, From Primary to Secondary Energy and Beyond”
 This chapter is an exposition of my theory on “creation events,” or how 

universes are born. The primordial energy field (Erc) usually aborts or reabsorbs whatever particles it produces. They have a very short life. They are almost non-existent. From time to time, however, a unique particle is born with superior inner structure. This Alpha unit survives the activity of the field and is not aborted or reabsorbed into the same. On the contrary, the Alpha unit converts energy from the primordial field by “sucking out” and acting as a mold or pattern from which other “secondary energy” particles are born. Eventually, the energy flow or conversion process dies out creating a rim or “border” around the secondary energy body. That is how the first of a chain of universes is born.
CHAPTER 15: ETH-COM----EIGHTH SESSION “The Bodies of God”
 This chapter debunks the myth that ghosts or spirits can exist without some kind of form. For God to be real, a physical base or presence is necessary. Otherwise, how could we tell God from any other existing thing? God cannot be a “Spirit” without physical attributes. God cannot be an “invisible” kind of spirit. The idea that God is an invisible or “nothing” Spirit who created energy-matter is false. God is energy-matter. In the case of Erc, God-Unconscious exists as the primordial or primary energy fields. In the case of Ellael, I can only speculate on what kind of “body” encases my personal God and Holy Self, but for Ert to be real, I must be able to recognize Ert presence. Ellael may exist in another dimension and, perchance with a body made up of a different kind of energy from ours, one that is incompatible with our eyes. Maybe that is why we cannot see ghosts or spirits. Maybe that is why we cannot see God-Conscious.
CHAPTER 16: ETH-COM----NINTH SESSION “Man-God Relationships”
 In Chapters 17 and 18 I present what I consider to be compelling logical proofs that Erc, the Infinite Source and Ultimate God, is not a conscious supreme being, one that possesses a mind. Unless refuted successfully by other thinkers, these logical proofs establish the nonexistence of “The Word of the Ultimate God.” Consequently, no religion will be able to claim they possess that “Word.” Those kinds of claims bring religious division and strife to the world.

With “the Word” of the Ultimate God out of the picture, the arguments should shift to the other side of the spectrum. They will then have to do with what person or which religion has the teachings that best reflect the philosophy of God-Conscious, contingent being born from Erc, the God I have named Ellael, and the God others call by the name of Jehovah, Jesus, or Allah, for example.
Since not everything in books like the Torah, the New Testament or the Koran is true, good, or just, I do not believe any of them reflect the nature or the philosophy of God-Conscious accurately. My position is that “Ercian Testament” does that job better than the rest. However, being a proligious person, I am open to constructive criticism through the process of ethical communication. Who knows? I may change my mind.
CHAPTER 17: ETH-COM----TENTH SESSION




“Three Logical Proofs of Erc’s Unconscious State of Being”
 The theme of the first logical proof is that primary energy had no beginning. Therefore, since all minds have a beginning, Erc or primary energy cannot be a mind. A personality forms from the integration of a specific number of experiences. When I was ten years old, I had the nature and disposition of a boy whose life experiences molded a unique personality, and now that I am sixty, I have the nature and disposition of a middle-aged man whose life experiences have markedly changed that personality. Now I ask you, what kind of personality or nature could I possibly have, if I had never been born, if I had always existed, which is the case for Erc, God-Unconscious? In addition, we long ago concluded that Erc is not subject to the laws of causality, and we recognize that a “mind” must necessarily evolve subject to those laws. Therefore, eternal Erc cannot have a mind.
 The theme of the second logical proof is that the instability of primary energy fields, which is Erc, makes anything that we can call the “memory” of a mind impossible to sustain. Because primary energy units are the victims of repeated abortions (they only exist for a fraction of a second and then die), they cannot build a structure capable of storing or processing data.
 The theme of the third logical proof is that the lack of environmental support rules out the idea that the Ultimate God could be a past-eternal omniscient Mind. A mind deals with two different kinds of environments or worlds. There is the inner world of thoughts and the outer world of people and things. There is “nature and instincts,” the inner environment, and there is “nurture and interactions,” the outer environment. As it applies to the Ultimate God, the eternal, two questions arise. The first question is, “Who or what could possibly give Erc instincts or a “nature”? The second question is, “Who or what could possibly “nurture” the Ultimate God? In each case, we must conclude that nothing could have existed prior to the eternal to “create” or “help” God’s Mind with instincts or with the acquisition of knowledge.
CHAPTER 18: ETH-COM----ELEVENTH SESSION



“The Fourth Proof: Information Control in an Infinite Environment”
 The theme of the fourth logical proof is the impossibility of complete and timely Information Control in the infinite environment that is Space. I remind the reader that this proof applies to Erc, God-Unconscious, not to Ellael, God-Conscious. What I intend to prove here is that Erc is not a “consciously omnipotent” Creator. I do believe Erc is “unconsciously omnipotent” because, having all the time in the world, whatever can naturally and logically evolve from the primary and secondary energies will exist at one time or another.

Omnipotence means to be all-powerful, and I believe I am right when I say that omnipotence requires omniscience, the ability to have total knowledge. To have complete power over something or somebody else, a being must have complete information on that thing or body. Continuous knowledge of every component of that foreign entity would be necessary. Such task would be impossible in regards to infinite space, God’s theater of operation. Composed of at least primary and secondary energy fields, infinite space contains an infinite amount of energy, and an endless quantity of information, information that would never “cease to flow,” and which cannot be had “in total” instantaneously, “all of it” at the same time. Since minds need a finite environment to associate data and make decisions, and since Erc is infinite, the Ultimate God cannot be a Mind that has complete and timely Information Control over the infinite environment that is Space.

CHAPTER 19: ETH-COM----TWELFTH SESSION “Peace among Religions”
 To reiterate the message on Chapter 16, knowing that the Ultimate God is not a conscious being has great value for humankind because it would end the disputes over who has “the Word” of God. However, it is true that religious leaders could still claim they have the Word of our personal God and Holy Self, God-Conscious.
To any such claims, I respond first by saying that beliefs are not knowledge. There is no credible evidence to support the belief that God-Conscious authored the Torah, or the New Testament, or the Koran through prophets or messiahs. Thus, we must treat such beliefs as coming from the minds and mouths of men.
Second, human beings should aim to become morally and ethically self-sufficient. Through the power of reason God gave us, we can know good from evil without having to consult a religious book on every occasion.
Finally, as I have explained before, much like human beings but in a grander scale, a conscious God has the freedom of choice to do good or evil. While we may hope and pray that a good and loving being watches over us, we have to guard against the other possibility. Therefore, even if we knew God-Conscious inspired the writing of a particular book, we would still have to judge for ourselves whether the ideas there are true, good, and just.
CHAPTER 20: ETH-COM----THIRTEENTH SESSION “My Testimony under Oath”
 I do not know that I am on a mission from God-Conscious. God has not appeared before me, spoken to me, or to the best of my knowledge sent some angel while I was awake or asleep to give me any instructions. What I know for sure is that I preach what I know or believe to be true, good, and just. If God-Conscious exists and Ert holds a philosophy similar to mine, then I guess it is possible that I am on a mission to spread that Word. If it is true that God-Conscious chose me, I am sure it was not because I am an excellent role model. There are many smarter and better human beings than me in the world today. Therefore, if it is true that God-Conscious sent me on an assignment, maybe Ert figured that if Joe Average took on the task of trying to fix the world, there is hope for the race.

To the question, “What signs have you received concerning the existence of God-Conscious?” I respond that the signs revolve around a number, the number “444.” My first encounter with the sign was on Thursday, September 5, 1985, approximately two weeks after I had finished my first manuscript “The Eternal Testament and Station Earth.” There have been many more “special 444 occurrences” after that. I wrote about them in my second manuscript “The Book of Erc,” copyright 1992. For various reasons I relate in Chapter 8 of this book, I never attempted to publish these manuscripts. I made about thirty copies of each and gave them out to family, friends, and a couple of newspaper reporters and radio commentators.

To those who may wander if I am the Antichrist or somebody on a mission from the Devil, I enumerate six facts why that is an impossibility, the most important of which is that there is nothing sinister or evil about the proligious agenda. The virtues I consider important to carry out that agenda are love, knowledge, and courage.

I end the Chapter as follows: “With my right hand raised and with my left hand placed above my heart, before God and before the whole of humankind, I swear this testimony to be the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth, so help me God. May God place me on trial, and may the Laws of Ert Kingdom hand me the maximum sentence if I have committed perjury.”
CHAPTER 21: ETH-COM----FOURTEENTH SESSION “The number 444, the Key”
 In this chapter, I recount numerous “special” experiences with the number “444.” Apart from those in the first week of September 1985, two notable encounters occurred on Good Fridays, one on March 28, 1986 and one on March 29, 1991. To get the full picture of the unusual character of these events, the reader must read the chapter. A summary will not do them justice. The importance thing for the reader to know is that I realized the number “444” was some kind of sign, and that put me on a search for the meaning of that beautiful number.
CHAPTER 22: ETH-COM----FIFTEENTH SESSION “The Chart of Six”
 Because of the “444” sightings I began doing research on numerology, but that did not get me anywhere. The numerical values of words applied to the chart numerologists use did not yield any “444” results. In addition, I am skeptical that anybody can tell anything about a person’s future using that chart. I kept looking into books on codes and numbers, but did not find anything of value for a long time.

The big breakthrough came on November 13, 1988, more than three years after I had written my first manuscript and received the first “444” sign. In a book titled “The Phoenix Returns,” with the subtitles “Aquarius Dawns,” and “Liberation Begins,” on page 357 the author speculates on what the number “666” in the Book of Revelation means. She comes up with the word “computer,” and another word translated from the Greek by using a scheme that assigns the number 6 to the letter A, the number 12 to the letter B, the number 18 to the letter C, and so on incrementally until reaching the value of 156 for the letter Z.

When I came home from “the Bookstop,” the store where I found the book, I immediately put the formula on a piece of paper. That formula is what I have since named “The Chart of Six.” The first entry I applied the formula to was the name of “Jesus,” and the result was “444.” Right away, I knew I had made the connection. It does not stop there. The second name I calculated was “Lucifer.” This was confirmation. This was reinforcement. There was (and there is) no doubt on my mind an otherworldly intelligence is behind my whole experience. It was then I realized why that hunger for knowledge of God, why I had spent so many hours and so many years trying to find the secrets of the universe. It was not just something I elected to do. It was something I was supposed to do. That is my belief.

Other notable “444” entries are “Joshua,” “Y’shua,” “Jewish,” “Messiah,” “Cross,” “Gospel,” “Preacher,” “Satan’s” (as if belonging to), “Son God,” “Godson,” and “Muhammad.” That is right. His name falls under the number.

Is this all a big coincidence? I do not think so. If it is, then why does the entry “God, the Devil” fall under number “666”?


We do not need to get too “otherworldly” with the Chart of Six. It has other uses. For example, it can be beneficial for those who need to improve their mathematical skills. It can also be useful as a play tool, for entertainment purposes in times of leisure. Just see what words or phrases fall under particular numbers. One could devise many different games. The Chart could also be practical as a work tool, especially in certain fields. Business executives could use it in brainstorm sessions. Scientists could work the Chart to see if any unusual pairings of terms gave them ideas for new experiments. Who knows? If the Chart is a set of messages from God-Conscious, the cure for cancer, for example, could be there in code, just waiting for someone to make that discovery.

CHAPTER 23: ETH-COM----SIXTEENTH SESSION “Watch Out for the Bear Traps”

In addition to illustrating interesting correlations among entries on certain Chart of Six numbers, this chapter warns the reader about the importance of being objective when working the Chart. Do not make important decisions based on something he or she thinks the Chart is revealing. The reader should use his or her own rational faculties and check the world to know the truth about things. An element of subjectivity is present when interpreting the Chart. To “watch out for bear traps” means that there are odd pairings or coincidences in some Chart of Six numbers. They leave a person wondering whether the Chart is actually intending to reveal some kind of information, or whether they are just the effect of randomness or chance. For example, why does the entry “God-God” = 312 = “Devil”? Why does “Devil-Devil” = 624 = “Jerusalem”? Why does “Christ-Christ” = 924 = “the Antichrist”? Why does “Heaven and Hell” = 666 = “God, the Devil”?
CHAPTER 24: ETH-COM----SEVENTEENTH SESSION “Ercian Values and Ideals”

A virtuous person can follow any number of good principles to help him or her lead a good life, but I consider twelve values essential. Some may be more important than the rest when specific situations call for the use of a particular value or combination of values. In general, however, they are all important, especially if one wants to lead a good life and contribute to the formation of a good society. I break down the twelve values into four groups of three. Knowledge, Reason, and Wisdom make up the first group. Freedom, Creativity, and Responsibility form the second group. Emotion, Leadership, and Courage compose the third group. Finally, Peace and Love, Honesty, and Humility make up the fourth group.
CHAPTER 25: ETH-COM----EIGHTEENTH SESSION

“Heaven for Humans, Hell for the Namuh”

Who are “the Namuh”? I created the term “namuh” by inverting the letters of the word “human,” because that is just what a “namuh” is, the inversion or opposite of a human being, an anti-human entity. To be a genuine human being, a human body is not sufficient. A human soul is required. A human conscience is required. The Namuh have no conscience. They commit their lives to evil and only exist to bring death, destruction, and misery to people of good minds and good wills. Society must get tough with the Namuh, using lawful forms of physical punishment to counteract the violence of these vermin. We have too many muggings, too many rapes, too many murders, too many innocent children gone to their deaths at the hands of namuh criminals. A true civilization does not cater to the Namuh. A true civilization acts as the Protector and Guardian of law-abiding citizens. Cruel and unusual punishment is just when applied to those who are unusually cruel.

Those namuh who escape our Justice on Earth may meet their just reward after death. They say God knows everything. How does God know everything? Well, maybe our eyes, our ears, all our senses and our brains record every little thing we think and do. Maybe there is a “life tape” with our name on it. If that wild idea happened to be true, then God would not need any witnesses to bring a namuh to trial. His or her own life tape would be the only witness needed, and do not worry, God is not “Big Brother.” I am sure God would not use the life tapes to judge regular human beings. God made us imperfect, so God will ignore those human foibles of which we are all guilty.

While I speak out against communism and other forms of totalitarian regimes, I am concerned about the state of democratic societies. Here in the United States, for example, things seem to be out of control. We keep putting people in office and it seems most of them let us down. Every so often, corruption rears its ugly head. The Social Security and Medicare programs are in trouble. Many middle-class middle-income types of jobs have disappeared, leaving minimum-wage opportunities the only ones available. Collectively, we need to ask ourselves, “In America, is this still the good life? Do we have a chance of living the American dream?”
CHAPTER 27: ETH-COM----TWENTIETH SESSION “Proligion Revisited”

Of all I have discussed in this book, to isolate any particular idea as the most important is to lose sight of my philosophy as a whole. You need all the pieces to complete the puzzle. However, if I had to choose a concept that alone explains my vision, then I would choose the concept of proligion. In my opinion, humans must become proligious, because the survival of the race depends on it. We need to explore and populate that final frontier which is space. Our real estate and our sources of energy and materials are finite here on Earth. There is not other way but to expand our horizons. To accomplish that goal, to develop a space program worthy of our potential and our resources, we need the cooperation of all the good countries and the good people of the planet. To conquer space, we must first conquer ourselves. Proligion is the process needed to bring about that togetherness.

What is proligion?


Proligion is an evolutionary movement that seeks to create a new world order by bringing about the functional unification of people of good mind and good will.

Proligion is an open-ended philosophy directed to find truth, goodness, and justice in all our systems, from religion to politics.


Proligion is a higher form of religion not because it claims to have the whole truth, but because it is open to the whole truth.


Proligion is an envisioned planetary culture and tradition which seeks to set the stage for worldwide peace and cooperation, by identifying and overcoming irrational and unacceptable aspects of present cultures and traditions.


Proligion is a defender of human rights all over the globe, the sworn enemy of every oppressive individual, form of government and institution past, present, or future.


Proligion is the first allegiance and the first loyalty good world citizens should have, because its global import and purpose precedes and supersedes special group, provincial, or nationalistic interests.

Proligion is the coming together of the human race in order to accept and fulfill our responsibilities as a rational species, and in order to begin living as the family we 
were cosmologically destined to be. We are one planet, Earth; we are one race, human; and we should be one family, proligious.


Proligion is the personal commitment each of us must make to live by the principles, values or ideals that characterize a truly civilized society.


Proligion is the intelligent use of human and non-human resources, so that we may preserve our environment and meet the basic needs of human beings throughout the world.

Proligion is the creation of a strong United Nations military body, so that we may quickly and decisively overthrow fanatical, unlawful, renegade governments whenever and wherever they appear.


Proligion is the creation of a World Constitution and a Universal Bill of Rights that promotes the welfare of the good nations and citizens of the planet, and guarantees them those inalienable rights that are true, good, and just.


Proligion is the actualization of a United World Federation body with the power to oversee and arbitrate international affairs and conflicts in order to promote fair dealings among nations, with the power to enforce Our World Constitution and Our Universal Bill of Rights, and with whatever other powers are necessary to accomplish our goals as a race.


The present “United Nations” is doing a very poor job, but it should be the foundation for the future “new and functionally improved” World Federation.


Be very careful here. Make sure checks and balances are in place to protect the interests of all the good nations and citizens of the world. We would not want such power in the hands of the Namuh.


Proligion is the creation of systems of checks and balances to safeguard our peoples, our governments, and our projects from the nefarious agendas of special interest groups, and to eliminate any chances that an evil minority may take over the whole world or a significant portion of it.


Be especially careful with the capabilities of totalitarian, fanatical or renegade types of governments to manufacture nuclear weapons or other weapons of mass destruction.

Proligion is the adoption of poor nations by rich nations not to completely subsidize them and give them “a free ride,” but to help them become more self-sufficient. This “Adopt-a-country” project will test the altruistic character of rich nations and their people, as well as the enterprising and trustworthy character of poor nations and their people.


Poor nations under a totalitarian or some other corrupt form of rule are not eligible for adoption. Let us not help namuh governments remain in power. Let us help bring democracy to the people in those countries.


Proligion is the requirement that commercial enterprises use fair standards and practices in dealing with people or entities inside and outside its confines.

Proligion is the close supervision of big business conglomerates to ensure they do not use their economic power to the detriment of the People and their elected governments.


Proligion is the establishment of systems of justice whose main goal is to protect the lives and properties of law-abiding citizens. Let there be law and order for the good of those who are good.


Proligion is the creation of collective research and development efforts aimed at improving our knowledge, technology, and social supply in all “basic need” areas of struggle, for example, in Education, Nutrition, Housing, Health, and Rehabilitative Services.


Proligion is the creation of a united space exploration program aimed primarily at finding new sources of energy and natural resources and at developing revolutionary technologies, so that we may find faster and better ways of augmenting the standard of living for all the good citizens of planet Earth.


Proligion is the acceptance and development of good ideas and projects, whether or not I list them here.


Proligion is the rejection of bad ideas and projects, whether or not I list any here. If I have done so, it is not on purpose.


Proligion is the development of an individual as well as collective sense of humor and playful attitude, so that any burdens that the Proligious Agenda may place on our minds and bodies do not overwhelm our human spirit. Let us not take ourselves too seriously. Be like well-behaved children at play.


Proligion is the knowledge that the proligious agenda does not belong to me or any other individual, but to all the good people of the planet.
