15.    ETH-COM----EIGHTH SESSION
“The Bodies of God XE "God" ”


QUESTION 1:
Back in the Third Session, my third question to you was “How did you begin your search for God XE "God" ?” Is everything you have explained so far in subsequent sessions, part of that search?


ANSWER 1:

That is correct. I was trying to walk up the stairway to heaven XE "heaven" . All my conclusions were logical steps in my search for the nature XE "Nature"  of God XE "God" . Starting from ground zero XE "ground zero" , I had to find what exists, what is real. What is our Source XE "Source" ? In what form does God exist? What are God’s attributes? How is God “real”? What realities or materials XE "materials"  make God’s “Body”?


Q 2:
You said God XE "God" ’s “Body,” but many people think that God does not have a body. They think of God as “Spirit XE "Spirit" ,” something immaterial. Can you comment on that?


A 2:
Yes, I will. Consider this my tenth conclusion XE "conclusion"  to avoid confusion, because in reality it was my first conclusion. It was there before “something does not come from nothing.”

Q 3:
What is your tenth conclusion XE "conclusion" ?


A 3:
My tenth conclusion XE "conclusion"  is that for God XE "God"  to be real, a physical base or presence XE "presence"  is necessary.


A great error in popular thinking with respect to God XE "God"  consists of treating SPIRIT as a non-physical reality that can exist apart from energy XE "energy"  or some kind of energy-matter XE "energy-matter" 

 XE "Matter" .


I do believe in an afterlife and in the eternal XE "eternal"  life XE "Life"  that Erc XE "Erc" -Ellael XE "Ellael"  have made and will make possible, but I do not think of dead XE "Dead"  people as “spirits XE "Spirits" ” or “ghosts XE "ghosts" ” who are “nothing and something” at the same time XE "Time" .


If spirits XE "Spirits"  exist, they must have a physical nature XE "Nature" . If they exist, one possible reason XE "Reason"  we do not see them is that those “bodies” are made of an energy XE "energy" -matter XE "energy-matter" 

 XE "Matter"  that is different from ours. Our physicality may be incompatible XE "incompatible"  with theirs—they exist in a different dimension, a different plane, a different level of existence XE "existence" .


We program XE "program"  a computer XE "computer"  with a particular “language XE "language" .” To change XE "change"  the instructions, we must use that same language or one that is compatible XE "compatible" . Likewise, we may not be able to “see” spirits XE "Spirits"  because our eyes and bodies are made of energy XE "energy" -matter XE "energy-matter" 

 XE "Matter"  that is incompatible XE "incompatible"  with theirs.


The false idea XE "Idea"  that spirits XE "Spirits"  can exist as physical nothings should be anathema to anyone who wants to find what “really” exists.

The concepts XE "concepts"  of “something” and “nothing” are not interchangeable. “Nothing” is nothing, period. End of story. Contrariwise is “something.” For “something” to exist or be real—whether this “something” is a person, a planet XE "Planet" , a universe XE "universe" , a spirit XE "Spirit" , a personal god XE "God" , or God—a physical base or presence XE "presence"  is necessary.


In some plane or level of existence XE "existence" , whether in our universe XE "universe"  or in another dimension, what is real must have a physical basis: a shape, form, presence XE "presence" , or energy XE "energy" -matter XE "energy-matter" 

 XE "Matter"  manifestation that is essential for the discrimination of qualities and for individual identification. How could we create a dictionary or catalogue of existing things, if there was nothing to describe or define?


Q 4:
I see what you mean. If spirits XE "Spirits"  had no physical basis, how could anyone sense the presence XE "presence"  of a spirit XE "Spirit" ?

A 4:
Not only that, but in addition, how could anyone distinguish one spirit XE "Spirit"  from another? What sensory information could possibly be available? By what attributes shall we tell spirits XE "Spirits"  apart: by what sound, shape, color, touch, taste, or smell?

Even if an undiscovered sixth sense exists, to be called a “sense” it must be capable of discerning “something” and of identifying or characterizing things or entities according to their distinct qualities; and all “differential qualities” are undoubtedly physical, contrary to a “nothing”—the absolute absence XE "absence"  of anything sensible.

Therefore, the idea XE "Idea"  that God XE "God"  is a (Nothing) Spirit XE "Spirit"  who created energy XE "energy" -matter XE "energy-matter" 

 XE "Matter"  is false. For God to be real, a physical base or presence XE "presence"  is necessary. Remember my third conclusion XE "conclusion" : Erc XE "Erc"  is energy and motion XE "Motion" . You can start from there to construct Erc’s physical base.


Q 5:
What about things like “love XE "Love" ” and other kinds of “feelings”? They are real, but we cannot say that they are physical?


A 5:
That is not true XE "True" . They are physical. You may not see them, but you can feel them. They are manifestations of one’s biological body, sensory feedback based on what is happening there, especially in one’s brain. The kinds of thoughts XE "thoughts"  running through one’s mind certainly have something to do with the feelings one has. A person of high moral XE "Moral"  principles XE "principles"  (whatever they may be) is going to react to a particular situation differently from an immoral XE "immoral"  person.


If someone says to somebody else, “I” love XE "Love"  “you,” it is because “they” are different individuals, each with his or her body and personality XE "personality" . If one or both of those bodies never existed, that particular love feeling would never have existed either.


In summary, things like “love XE "Love" ” or other “feelings” cannot exist apart from a physical entity. I, for one, have never sensed them floating around in the middle of nothing or nowhere. If anyone does, please let me know as soon as possible.


Q 6:
Your theology and your cosmogony seem to go hand in hand. Am I right XE "Right" ? Could you clarify what these terms mean to you?


A 6:
Yes, I will do my best.


My tenth conclusion XE "conclusion"  addresses the erroneous concept XE "concept"  that God XE "God"  exists “outside” the cosmos. For people who fathom God thus, “He” is a “Spirit XE "Spirit" ” that nebulously exists in a nothing world XE "World"  that is empty of energy XE "energy" -matter XE "energy-matter" 

 XE "Matter" , but somehow still manages to create physical worlds like ours. According to these theologians, we are supposed to seek knowledge XE "knowledge"  of a God that exists outside the boundaries of the physical and real cosmos.


Somehow, because I base my concept XE "concept"  of God XE "God" -Unconscious XE "God-Unconscious"  on an eternally existing physical Reality XE "Reality" , what I have expressed is not supposed to be a thesis on Theology, but on Cosmogony. Let me define this last term.


According to the dictionary, Cosmogony is the study of the origin and evolution XE "evolution"  of our universe XE "universe" . The kind of theologian I mentioned above would say that a non-physical spirit XE "Spirit"  God XE "God"  is the creator and controller of our physical universe. Consequently, such scholars consider Theology to be the study of the nature XE "Nature"  of that alleged non-physical entity or mind (an oxymoron, as I have argued). To them, the study of God is a separate subject from Cosmogony.


First, I make a distinction between our universe XE "universe"  (in my opinion, one among a possible infinite XE "infinite"  number of universes XE "universes" ) and the infinite, endless, Cosmos. As a result, my Cosmogony is not limited to our own universe but runs the whole gamut of space XE "Space" -time XE "Time"  Reality XE "Reality" . My “Cosmogony” is not different from my “Theology,” because ERC—The God XE "God"  of gods XE "Gods"  in my view—is the physical Cosmos with all its attributes and entities (including those that are conscious XE "conscious" , and those we may consider “supernatural” Universal Souls or Personal Gods, as I do Ellael XE "Ellael" , for example).


Second, there is a sense in which my “Cosmogony” is not my “Theology.” Since Erc XE "Erc"  had no origin (Erc has always existed as the “uncaused XE "uncaused"  Cause XE "Cause" ”), my concept XE "concept"  of God XE "God"  is not a study of cosmogony in the literal sense. ERC did not “originate” from something other than ERTSELF. Then, from the eternal XE "eternal"  infinite XE "infinite"  fields of primary energy XE "primary energy" 

 XE "energy"  sprout the eternal finite-space XE "Space"  fields of secondary energy XE "secondary energy"  (physical universes XE "universes"  like ours and possibly unlike ours: all the known and unknown XE "unknown"  physical dimensions, planes, and levels of existence XE "existence"  that Erc has made possible).


Q 7:
Is ERC the “Almighty XE "Almighty" ” God XE "God" ?


A 7:
I answer yes, but I have to qualify my answer because I do not want to take anything away from Ellael XE "Ellael" , my personal God XE "God"  and Holy XE "Holy"  Self.

Erc XE "Erc"  is Almighty XE "Almighty"  God XE "God" -Unconscious XE "God-Unconscious"  while Ellael XE "Ellael"  is Almighty good XE "Good" -God-Conscious XE "God-Conscious" , according to my belief XE "belief" . You could say that Erc is the God XE "the God"  of my knowledge XE "knowledge" , while Ellael is the God of my faith. Obviously, if I am right XE "Right"  about both Erc and Ellael, they are almighty powers in different ways.

As God XE "God" -Conscious XE "God-Conscious" , Ellael XE "Ellael"  has to accomplish things by intelligent design. If I call Ellael the God XE "the God"  of my faith, it is because I have no idea XE "Idea"  of whom or what Ellael is. Ellael could be some kind of an intelligent System that sustains us, but I am hoping for an intelligent entity or entities. I want Ellael to be my Mom and Dad in Heaven XE "Heaven" . I want Ert XE "Ert"  to be loving, just, merciful, and to give my soul XE "Soul"  the opportunities to live and evolve XE "evolve" , to experience and share the wonders of the universes XE "universes"  with my brothers XE "brothers"  and sisters XE "Sisters" . If Ellael is Almighty XE "Almighty"  God-Conscious, and if Ellael is a good XE "Good"  God, my wishes have a chance of becoming realities.

The Almighty XE "Almighty"  nature XE "Nature"  of Erc XE "Erc"  is much different. The natural XE "Natural"  deployment of Erc’s own resources (God XE "God" ’s Infinite XE "Infinite"  Being or Body) created everything that exists, including Ellael XE "Ellael"  if Ert XE "Ert"  exists; and Erc has accomplished this without the need of a mind. Erc did not intend for our universe XE "universe"  to exist, and yet it is here. Erc did not intend for us to have life XE "Life" , and yet we live. Erc did not intend to create entities, environments, and systems that will grant us eternal XE "eternal"  life, and yet—according to my faith—we will experience the Glory of the God XE "the God"  of Gods XE "Gods"  all through eternity XE "eternity" . Time belongs to Erc: time XE "Time"  to try all possibilities so that whatever is logically and naturally possible becomes part of Reality XE "Reality" .
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
