“The Fourth Proof: Information Control in an Infinite XE "Infinite"  Environment”


QUESTION 1:
What is the theme of your fourth and final logical proof that Erc XE "Erc"  is not a conscious XE "conscious"  creator or mind system?


ANSWER 1:

The theme is the impossibility of complete and timely Information Control in the infinite XE "infinite"  environment XE "infinite environment" 

 XE "environment"  that is Space XE "Space" .

First, let me give you a reminder that this proof applies to Erc XE "Erc" , God XE "God" -Unconscious XE "God-Unconscious" , and Ultimate XE "Ultimate"  God, and NOT to Ellael XE "Ellael" , God-Conscious XE "God-Conscious" . Since, according to my theology, Ellael (the God XE "the God"  of my faith) evolved from Erc (the God of my knowledge XE "knowledge" ), what I intend to prove here is that the Ultimate God, Erc, is NOT a consciously omnipotent Creator. I do believe that Erc is unconsciously omnipotent because, having all the time XE "Time"  in the world XE "World" , whatever can naturally and logically evolve XE "evolve"  from the primary and secondary energies will exist at one time or another.


Q 2:
What is the relationship between information control XE "information control"  and omnipotence?


A 2:
Omnipotence means to be all-powerful, and this is one of the attributes traditionally given to the ultimate XE "ultimate"  God XE "God" . I believe I am right XE "Right"  when I say that Omnipotence requires Omniscience, the ability to have total knowledge XE "knowledge" .


To have complete power over something or somebody else, a being must have complete information on that thing or body. This is an essential requirement—the omniscient factor—without which omnipotence is impossible.


Continuous knowledge XE "knowledge"  of every component of a foreign entity would be necessary, in order to have complete power over it. That would not be possible without a perceptual mechanism that could infiltrate and permeate the foreign body. Once inside, the presumably omnipotent agent would have to receive and interpret an uninterrupted stream of simultaneous status reports from the “other” to know what the body and mind (if any) of the foreign entity is doing or planning to do. Then, before that body or mind could execute an action, another mechanism of the omnipotent party (not the perceptual sense, but one that could relay commands) would have the option of canceling the foreign “order” or “wish” and replacing it with its own command.


This is the kind of omnipotent power that is ascribed to the ultimate XE "ultimate"  God XE "God" —total information control XE "information control"  and potency over every unit of every atom of every body that exists. We are not dealing here with the limited powers of human XE "human"  being XE "human being" s XE "human beings" . We are not talking here about our power to squash a cockroach, our power to use our physical strength against others, our power to use our mental skills to outdo our adversaries, our political power, our economic power, or any other power that humans XE "humans"  might have. These are all limited powers. The power that books XE "books"  like the Bible XE "Bible"  and the Koran XE "Koran"  assign to the ultimate God is absolute.


Q 3:
How does this knowledge XE "knowledge"  tie-in with the conclusion XE "conclusion"  that Space XE "Space"  is infinite XE "infinite" ?


A 3:
Well, what is it that infinite XE "infinite"  Space XE "Space"  contains? It contains an infinite amount of energy XE "energy" , and an endless quantity of information. How much information would the ultimate XE "ultimate"  God XE "God"  have to control in order to be omnipotent? The answer is an infinite amount.

To be omnipotent, the necessary task for a conscious XE "conscious"  and thinking God XE "God"  would be to control ALL THE INFORMATION contained in the multi-languages of Reality XE "Reality" . “He” would have to control information about the physical structures and properties of the smaller particles and/or waves. “He” would have to control information about the physical structures and properties of the largest existing bodies. “He” would have to be in control of the whole gamut, from the microcosmic world XE "World"  of the infinitesimally small to the macrocosmic world of the colossally large.


Now, what is it that we know about something that is infinite XE "infinite"  or endless? We know that it never amounts to a whole or one hundred percent. How much information is that? It is much more than any mind—natural XE "Natural"  or supernatural—can handle. It is a never-ending amount of information. Therefore, I conclude that no conscious XE "conscious"  mind could possibly control the infinite amount of information that exists throughout infinite space XE "Space"  in the form of energy XE "energy"  signals.


Q 4:
Because information normally goes from one point to another, and that takes time XE "Time" , how would a conscious XE "conscious"  God XE "God"  be able to have simultaneous updates with every particle, wave, or body that exists?


A 4:
That is a very good XE "Good"  question and it points to the essence of my argument XE "argument" .

First, I do not know how there can be simultaneous updates of information. As far as we know, nothing travels faster than the speed of light XE "Light" , and that kind of speed would be insufficient for immediate updates. If something we could call infinite XE "infinite"  speed of information were possible, then I guess there could be immediate updates, but I do not think infinite speed is possible. How many miles per second would that be?

Since energy XE "energy"  points exist in different locations within infinity, infinite XE "infinite"  speed would have to be variable, using a very low to a very high range of speeds to bring information from every point to wherever the mind XE "the mind"  of a hypothetical conscious XE "conscious"  God XE "God"  would be located.

The speed that information can travel is not the only problem. Can any mind, natural XE "Natural"  or supernatural, attend to an infinite XE "infinite"  amount of perceptions simultaneously?

Suppose we think of a conscious XE "conscious"  God XE "God" ’s mind as a single point or unit within infinite XE "infinite"  space XE "Space" . Now imagine an infinite number of communication lines or strings converging on that single point from all directions. Since I believe that consciousness XE "consciousness"  can only attend to one perception or thought at a time XE "Time" , there is no possible way that the ultimate XE "ultimate"  God could receive or perceive the infinite number of bits of information that are coming through the infinite number of communication lines.

Now suppose we think of a conscious XE "conscious"  God XE "God" ’s mind as an infinite XE "infinite"  number of points or units pervading infinite space XE "Space" . Would “He” be able to have complete information control XE "information control"  in this scenario? The answer is still no!

First, there is a flaw in this hypothesis right XE "Right"  from the start, because an “infinite XE "infinite"  mind” is an oxymoron. No mind can be infinite. A mind needs a physical and mental limit or border to contain its thoughts XE "thoughts"  and develop a personality XE "personality" . Since an infinite mind could not have a limit or boundary, it would have no way of containing its thoughts, or of differentiating them from the thoughts of other minds XE "Minds" . How could this alleged mind acquire a “personality” if it could not identify itself with a body (a 100% body) or with a particular way of thinking?

In addition, a mind needs a finite environment XE "environment"  to make decisions. Even in a finite environment, the flow of information must be periodically “cut off” so that the mind XE "the mind"  can concentrate on a specific matter XE "Matter"  or problem, therein channeling the attention of the person toward seeking a felicitous course of action.

Put a different way, all minds XE "Minds"  are integrated finite systems that think and make decisions by the association of data. Clearly, no mind can associate the data pervading the infinite XE "infinite"  environment XE "infinite environment" 

 XE "environment" , because it is endless. Alas, the presupposed infinite number of “mind-points” or “mind-levels” of the hypothetical God XE "God"  in this scenario could never finish the task of “knowing one another.” To be able to associate the data each point contains, they (the mind XE "the mind" -points) would have to build a network to exchange XE "exchange"  that information. But such a task could never be completed, even if eternity XE "eternity"  was at this God’s disposal. To “associate” something is to make it into a “whole” or “unit,” and that is a logical impossibility in respect to the ultimate XE "ultimate"  God—unbounded XE "unbounded"  space XE "Space"  with all the existing energies and bodies therein.
In either of these two scenarios, we are dealing here with information that NEVER CEASES TO FLOW. When we consider it would be impossible for any mind to receive an infinite XE "infinite"  amount of information, or to store and process XE "Process"  that data to be able to make decisions, we must logically conclude that the ultimate XE "ultimate"  God XE "God"  is not a conscious XE "conscious"  creator or mind-system.

Q 5:
You base much of this proof in the assumption that God XE "God" ’s conscious XE "conscious"  mind could not possibly control the infinite XE "infinite"  amount of information existing in infinite space XE "Space" . What would you say if I propose that the subconscious part of God’s mind is handling all of that?

A 5:
I would say that your proposal fails to give an adequate answer to the problem. Although much may be happening at the subconscious level of a mind, that kind of activity is innate or instinctive and outside the scope of consciousness XE "consciousness" .

There cannot be more than one conscious XE "conscious"  level or “execution point” in a mind system, because then we would have two or more minds XE "Minds"  or personalities in one person at the same time XE "Time" . Even persons with so-called “split” personalities never have them simultaneously. The different personalities “share” one conscious level at different times—one personality XE "personality"  must “leave” before another one can “enter” to take charge.

Therefore, no one can successfully assert that God XE "God" ’s mind operates at various conscious XE "conscious"  levels simultaneously, because that would constitute more than one mind, more than one identity, and more than one God. Not that it would provide a solution XE "solution"  to the problems I presented here. Even if “the Divine Mind” were “Many Minds,” each of these could not consider more than one thought at a time XE "Time" ; and their combined efforts could NEVER come close to controlling the interminable quantity of information existent throughout primary and secondary space XE "Space" .
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
