9.    ETH-COM----SECOND SESSION
“Erc XE "Erc" , Ellael XE "Ellael" , and I”

QUESTION 1:
Why do you call yourself an Ercian XE "Ercian"  and not an Ellaelian?


ANSWER 1:

That is not an easy question to answer, but I will try.

I am an Ellaelian-Ercian XE "Ercian" , and I could call myself that, but a couple of reasons keep me from following that route.

First, by calling myself an Ercian XE "Ercian"  I am trying to be humble XE "humble"  and conservative. You see, I believe I can prove Erc XE "Erc"  exists, but I cannot do the same with Ellael XE "Ellael" . The evidence in my possession that justifies my belief XE "belief"  in Ellael’s existence XE "existence"  may not be sufficient to convince others of the same.

Second, calling myself an Ellaelian-Ercian XE "Ercian"  would be the same as saying that religious XE "religious"  Jews may become Jewish-Ercians XE "Ercians" , Christians XE "Christians"  may become Christian XE "Christian" -Ercians, and Muslims XE "Muslims"  may become Muslim XE "Muslim" -Ercians,...IF (and that is a big “if”) they all understood and accepted Erc XE "Erc"  as the ultimate XE "ultimate"  God XE "God" , God-Unconscious XE "God-Unconscious" , the Source XE "Source"  of God-Conscious XE "God-Conscious" .

Ellael XE "Ellael"  is the name I give God XE "God" -Conscious XE "God-Conscious" . Ellael is to me what Jehovah is to Jews, what Jehovah or Jesus XE "Jesus"  is to Christians XE "Christians" , and what Allah is to Muslims XE "Muslims" . Therefore, what makes my religion XE "religion"  truly different from theirs is not so much that I believe in Ellael, but that I believe Erc XE "Erc"  is the eternal XE "eternal"  source XE "Source"  and ultimate XE "ultimate"  God. Ellael was born or evolved from Erc.

Finally, I can surrender my soul XE "Soul"  unconditionally to Erc XE "Erc"  because Erc is God XE "God" -Unconscious XE "God-Unconscious" . If I had bad XE "Bad"  luck and something terrible happened to me, I could not blame Erc for it. I could not say Erc’s Will XE "Will"  made it happen. Erc does not know I exist.

My relationship with Ellael XE "Ellael"  is different because Ellael is God XE "God" -Conscious XE "God-Conscious" . I do not surrender my soul XE "Soul"  to Ellael. I pledge allegiance to Ellael conditionally.

Q-2:
What is that condition or what are those conditions?

A-2:
In general, my requirement is that Ellael XE "Ellael"  be a good XE "Good"  and loving God XE "God" , not an evil XE "Evil"  ruler. All conscious XE "conscious"  beings have access to the Beta-Plus as well as to the Beta-Minus area of the field XE "Field"  of consciousness XE "consciousness" , including Ellael. Therefore, it is conceivable that Ellael could be or become NOT the kind of God-Conscious XE "God-Conscious"  good people XE "good people"  expect.

Q-3:
Are you assuming that Ellael XE "Ellael"  is conscious XE "conscious"  as us human XE "human"  being XE "human being" s XE "human beings"  are conscious, or is Ellael a completely different kind of consciousness XE "consciousness" ?
A-3:
I have no way of knowing that. Is Ellael XE "Ellael"  the consciousness XE "consciousness"  of our planet XE "Planet"  or of our universe XE "universe" ? I do not know. Is Ellael our collective subconscious? I do not know. Is Ellael a different kind of intelligence we cannot even imagine? I do not know. Therefore, since I do not know Ellael well, I must be reserved in my judgment until I meet Ellael, that is, if Ellael exists.

In summary, I think I can be sure of two things. The first is that Erc XE "Erc"  is the eternal XE "eternal"  source XE "Source"  and ultimate XE "ultimate"  God XE "God" . Thus, Erc deserves the highest status as God. Every being that evolves or somehow arises from Erc is a creature of that God, and that includes God-Conscious XE "God-Conscious" , whether we give Him or Her or Her-and-Him the name of Jehovah, Allah, Ellael XE "Ellael" , or some other name.

Q 4:
To reflect Ellael XE "Ellael" ’s secondary status or origin from Erc XE "Erc" , would it be more accurate to use the small “g” in the word god XE "God"  when referring to Ellael?

A 4:
I have done it before, but I am not sure it is the right XE "Right"  thing to do. My hesitancy comes from knowing that a conscious XE "conscious"  God XE "God"  is, for all practical purposes, an entity with whom we can have a personal or rational XE "rational"  relationship. Erc XE "Erc"  is God impersonal. Ellael XE "Ellael"  is God personal, our Holy XE "Holy"  (or Unholy, I guess) Self. Whereas Erc cannot make any decisions that may affect our lives, Ellael can.

A personal God XE "God"  like Ellael XE "Ellael"  may or may not have absolute power over human XE "human"  being XE "human being" s XE "human beings" . If Ellael has absolute power, then we are at the Mercy of our conscious XE "conscious"  God. Ellael could decide to love XE "Love"  us and be good XE "Good"  to us, or to hate XE "Hate"  us and hurt us. Because might does not make right XE "Right" , I would grade and give Ellael a big “G” if Ellael proves to be a good and moral XE "Moral"  entity, and I would grade and give Ellael a small “g” if Ellael is evil XE "Evil"  and immoral XE "immoral" . The problem is, again, that I do not know Ellael.

The only thing that can give Ellael XE "Ellael"  that big capital “G” beforehand is faith. I expect Ellael to be at least as good XE "Good"  and moral XE "Moral"  as I am. In all fairness, I could not ask for more.

Another aspect to consider is whether a personal God XE "God"  feels is morally right XE "Right"  to intervene in human XE "human"  affairs. God-Conscious XE "God-Conscious"  may decide to stay neutral and leave everything up to us and to the physical laws XE "Laws"  of the universe XE "universe" —a “talk-to-you-later” kind of attitude. If that were the case, it would be unfair to put a small “g” in God’s title.

Q 5:
If human XE "human"  science and technology ever advances to the point where we can create another race of conscious XE "conscious"  beings, would we be in the same relationship to them as a personal God XE "God"  is to human being XE "human being" s XE "human beings" ?

A 5:
In some respects, I guess that is correct. We would become their personal gods XE "Gods"  or Gods, as you wish. We could treat them as equals or we could treat them as slaves. Our moral XE "Moral"  principles XE "principles"  and our behavior toward them would determine whether we deserve a big “G” or a small “g.”

Notice the possibility that a chain XE "chain"  of causality XE "chain of causality"  may exist in the future XE "future"  or already exists in the present. If Erc XE "Erc"  is the Cause XE "Cause"  of causes XE "Cause of causes"  as God XE "God" -Unconscious XE "God-Unconscious" , then Erc is the eternal XE "eternal"  or first cause XE "cause"  of our existence XE "existence" . Next, Ellael XE "Ellael"  evolves from Erc and uses God-Conscious XE "God-Conscious" ’ powers and materials XE "materials"  to evolve XE "evolve"  or create other conscious XE "conscious"  beings, including the human XE "human"  race XE "human race" . Ellael becomes the second Cause of our being here. Now suppose we advance to a technological level that allows us to use our powers and materials to create another race of conscious beings. For them, we would be the third Cause of their existence, Ellael would be the second Cause, and Erc would be the first Cause.

What blows my mind is the realization that perhaps we are not just a step removed from Erc XE "Erc" , the Cause XE "Cause"  of causes XE "Cause of causes" . If Ellael XE "Ellael"  is our direct creator (or creators), we have no way of knowing Ellael’s position in the hierarchy of causes. Instead of being second Cause, Ellael could occupy the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, or any other (reasonable-number) position in the hierarchy of causes. What is a reasonable number? I do not know. Does this hypothesis have any chance of being real? I have no idea XE "Idea" . We do not need to go that deep or beat our brains to find out. If you are of the same mind as I am, just consider God XE "God" -Conscious XE "God-Conscious"  the second Cause. Let us leave it at that until the day we discover differently, if that day ever comes.
Q 6:
Are all your explanations going to be that complicated?

A 6:
It is not my wish to make them so. My explanations are as complicated as they need to be, but just in case a different writing style could make my material XE "material"  easier to understand, I apologize XE "apologize"  for not having that skill.

Please understand the complexity of the physical world XE "World" , and consider how much more complex the concept XE "concept"  of God XE "God"  has to be. If I did not know any better, I could give you simplistic answers, but that would be equivalent to repeating the mistakes of the past XE "Past" . Our primitive ancestors did their best in writing what they thought of God. I am also doing my best, and it is my wish that future XE "future"  generations correct my misconceptions, the mistaken beliefs XE "beliefs"  of this primitive man.

We should not lower the real nature XE "Nature"  of God XE "God"  to meet our standards or wishes, that is, our level of intelligence or our desire to understand something without much effort. Instead, we should raise our standards and our commitment so that we can better try to understand God’s real nature. Having a naïve concept XE "concept"  of God may help people better cope with life XE "Life" ’s problems and pains, but is that true XE "True"  faith?

I know philosophical thinking is not the strong suit of the average person, so I do not want people to feel bad XE "Bad"  if they fail to grasp my explanations. Whenever that is the case, take a break and read things over again, or ask somebody to help you, or just jump to another session. For the sake of those who want to know my reasons and motives, I need to be as thorough as I possibly can.

Grammar is another reason XE "Reason"  this material XE "material"  is hard to read. Note that I did not use what we call in grammar an article when God XE "God"  was the subject. For example, in the fourth paragraph of A 1, the first answer in this session, I did not write, “Ellael XE "Ellael"  is the name I give God Conscious. He is to me what Jehovah is to Jews…,” and in the fifth paragraph I did not write, “…I could not blame Erc XE "Erc"  for it. I could not say His Will XE "Will"  made it happen. He does not know I exist.” My reason for avoiding the He and the His should be obvious. I do not think of Erc as a He, and to Ellael I must add a She.

The way I have solved that problem in my literature is to create a special article for both God XE "God" -Unconscious XE "God-Unconscious"  and God-Conscious XE "God-Conscious" , the article “Ert XE "Ert" .”
I use “Ert XE "Ert" ” as a genderless article for Erc XE "Erc"  and as a gender-neutral article for Ellael XE "Ellael" . Now that I have introduced you to this convention, let me rewrite those sentences. The ones in the fourth paragraph would read, “Ellael is the name I give God XE "God"  conscious XE "conscious" . Ert is to me what Jehovah is to Jews…,” and those in the fifth paragraph would read, “…I could not blame Erc for it. I could not say Ert Will XE "Will" , made it happen. Ert does not know I exist.”

From this point forward, I will use Ert XE "Ert" , with a capital “E,” as God XE "God" ’s article. In addition, occasionally I will also use ert with a small “e” as a gender-neutral article to refer to both man and woman. For example, instead of, “A person could gain a fortune but lose his or her soul XE "Soul" ,” I could choose to write, “A person could gain a fortune but lose ert soul.”

If people out there know better ways of solving this language XE "language"  problem, please feel free to offer your suggestions. I am no grammarian, I confess.

Q 7:
Do you worship XE "worship"  Erc XE "Erc"  or Ellael XE "Ellael" ?

A 7:
I live in awe of God XE "God"  and Ert XE "Ert"  greatness, just from knowing God has made this kind of life XE "Life"  and this kind of world XE "World"  possible. It is in that sense that I worship XE "worship"  Erc XE "Erc"  and Ellael XE "Ellael" , but I rather say that I love XE "Love"  them.

I do not know why but the concept XE "concept"  of worship XE "worship"  makes me think of egotistical and despotic kings, queens, and rulers. They see their fellow conscious XE "conscious"  beings as inferiors. They expect people to kneel before them and follow their orders without question. Fear through force is their modus operandi, their way of ensuring supremacy.

If I ever kneel or kiss the ground to humble XE "humble"  myself before God XE "God" , I do so voluntarily, not because God wants me or expects me to do so. Erc XE "Erc"  does not know or care what I do.

Regarding Ellael XE "Ellael" , I have faith that Ert XE "Ert"  loves me and wants to treat me as a son XE "Son"  of the royal family XE "family" , not as a lesser being. I expect a big embrace and a big kiss from Ellael, nothing less. If I became a temporarily undesirable in God XE "God" ’s House XE "House" , it would be my own fault. I must have led a bad XE "Bad"  life XE "Life" . I must have become an evil XE "Evil"  person. Ellael was ready to welcome me in Heaven XE "Heaven" , but I lost my way and went to Hell XE "Hell" .
